Aza Yogi Doshi Kai is proud to recognize Shea Kikuyo Miyasato as its 2007 Uchinanchu of
the Year. She is the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. James |. Miyasato and the granddaughter of the
late Yaye Miyasato. Her seven year old son, Brock, is currently learning what it is to be an
“Uchinanchu”. Over the past 15 plus years, she has been an active member of our Aza Yogi
Doshi Kai club. During that time, she has organized and participated in the HUOA volleyball
league, been responsible for ordering produce for the Okinawan Festival’s Country Store and
she has handled the reception table at our Shinnen Enkai.

BiTo DOSHI KAl THE LATE MR. CHORIKO SHIMABUKURO

It is with deep gratitude and heartfelt aloha that Bito Doshi Kai honors the late Choriki
Shimabuku as our Uchinanchu of the Year. Choriki was initially honored by our club as
Uchinanchu of the Year in 1993. But Choriki was always more than simply an active club
member: He was an inspiration to us and served as Bito Doshi Kai's bridge to our ancestral
roots in Okinawa.
His service to our club was lifelong. Choriki was born to Matsu and Nabe (Chinen)
Shimabuku on Maui. At the age of 2, his mother took him and his sisters to be raised and
educated in Okinawa. He returned to Hawaii in 1937 and continued his education. Choriki was
drafted into the U.S. Army in 1941 and served with distinction in the 100th Infantry Battalion. He was wounded in battle
and was awarded a Purple Heart with Oak Leaf Clusters. Choriki married Dorothy Oshiro after the war; they had a son
and three daughters, ten grandchildren and four great-grandchildren. In 1949, Choriki was instrumental, along with
several other Nisei, in establishing Bito Doshi Kai. He also served as our first president -- a position he would hold four
more times. Throughout his life, he was always a strong supporter and advisor to the Bito Doshi Kai. Whenever we
needed volunteers for the Festival or Craft Fairs, we could always count on him and his family to help. He left us on
October 7, 2007.
We are eternally grateful to Choriki Shimabuku and miss him dearly.
