The Hawaii-Okinawa Student Exchange Program was established by the State Legislature and the
Department of Education (DOE) in 1990 to:

1. Provide students with the opportunity to learn first-hand about the diverse cultures of other
countries of the world.

2. Foster and sustain good relationships and cultural exchanges between foreign countries and the
State of Hawaii.

3. Foster global awareness and a sense of "internationalism" in today's youth.

Okinawa's students will visit Hawaii from March 7-20, 2009.

COST
The host family is asked to provide their Okinawan home stay student with meals, transportation to school
and field trip pickup sites.

SELECTION/ORIENTATION
Application deadline is December 19, 2008. After the applications are received, students who are
selected to host will be asked to attend two orientation/information sessions, one of which will be
designated a mandatory session for parents/guardians to attend. The orientation sessions will be on Oahu.
